Standard Definition

The National Occupational Skills Standard (NOSS) is a Standard document that outlines the
minimum competencies required by a skilled worker working in Malaysia for a particular area
and level of occupational, also the path to achieve the competencies. The competencies are based
on the needs of employment, according to the career structure for the occupational area and
developed by industry experts and skilled workers.

The National Competency Standard (NCS) is a Standard document that outlines the
competencies required by a skilled worker in Malaysia.

Description of Standard Components

The document is divided into three (3) components which includes: -

Standard Practice

This component is about the information related to occupational area
including introduction to the industry, Standard requirements, occupational
structure, levelling of competency, authority and industry requirements as a
whole.

Standard Content

This component is a reference to industry employers in assessing and
improving the competencies that is required for a skilled worker. The
competencies are specific to the occupational area. The component is divided
into two (2) section which are the chart (Competency Profile Chart, CPC) and
details of the competencies (Competency Profile, CP).

Curriculum of Competency Unit

This component is a reference for the training personnel to identify training
requirements, design the curriculum, and develop assessment. The training
hours that included in this component is based on the recommendations by the
Standard Development Committee (SDC). If there are modifications to the
training hours, the Department provides the medium for discussion and
consideration for the matter.

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Glossary

Defined as a portable gun (a barrelled ranged weapon) that inflicts
damage on targets by launching one or more projectiles driven by
rapidly  expanding high-pressure gas produced chemically by
exothermic  combustion (deflagration) of propellant within  an
ammunition cartridge.

Small arms include handguns (revolvers and pistols) and long guns,
such as rifles (of which there are many subtypes such as anti-material
rifles, sniper rifles, designated marksmen rifles, battle rifles, assault
rifles, and carbines), shotguns, submachine guns, personal defence
weapons, squad automatic weapons, and light machine guns.

The smallest of all firearms is the handgun. There are two common
types of handguns: revolvers, semi-automatic and fully automatic
pistols.

The definition of a sniper rifle is disputed among military, police and
civilian observers alike, however most generally define a “sniper rifle”
as a high powered, semi-automatic/bolt action, precision rifle with an
accurate range further than that of a standard rifle. These are often
purpose-built for their applications

A machine gun is a fully automatic implacable weapon, most often
separated from other classes of automatic weapon by the use of belt-fed
ammunition (though some designs employ drum, pan or hopper
magazines), generally in a rifle-inspired calibre ranging
between 5.56x45mm NATO (.223 Remington) for a gun to as large
as .50 BMG or even larger for crewed or aircraft weapons.

A shotgun (also known as a scattergun, or historically as a fowling
piece) is afirearm that is usually designed to be fired from the
shoulder, which uses the energy of a fixed shell to fire a number of
small spherical pellets called shot, or a solid projectile called a slug.

Grenade launcher is a weapon that fires a specially-designed large-
calibre projectile, often with an explosive, smoke or gas warhead.
Today, the term generally refers to a class of dedicated firearms firing
unitary grenade cartridges.

A shooting range, firing range or gun range is a specialized facility
designed for firearms qualifications, training or practice.

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Introduction

Firearms is define as a portable gun that inflicts damage on target by launching one or more
projectiles driven by rapidly expanding high pressure gas produce chemically by exothermic
combustion of propellant within an ammunition cartridge. The firearm industry covers public
and private sectors which comprise of defence force, enforcement force, enforcement
agencies, Malaysian sports council, shooting club and public security companies.

The requirement of firearm skill work force are limited to arms security companies and
security force and to furnish the firearm personnel with latest practices in the industry. The
rapid technological growth in the firearm industries in the current world's trend and demand
had resulted in various new technologies, applications and methods of practices being
applied in these industries nationwide. The firearm instructing personnel are critical to be
produce in the public sector and private sector such as Malaysian sports council, shooting
club and public security companies to control the internal security affair of the organisation
besides assisting the public security agencies in controlling the security condition for the
country.

Firearms instructors work at shooting ranges, weapons manufacturing companies,
government or law enforcement agencies and cover for Small Arms (pistol, revolver), Rifle,
Sub Machine Gun, Machine Gun (Light, Heavy and General Purpose Machine Gun),
Shotgun (Semi-Auto, Pump Gun and Break action) and Grenade Launcher (Standalone and
Attached). Therefore, there is a need to develop this NOSS in order to ensure that the labour
market can fulfil the requirements and expectations from the Industries not only for Security
Forces (Malaysian Armed Forces and Royal Malaysia Police) but for other public services
related.

The demand of the firearm skill work force are as follows:

a) Demand from the industry for qualified and competent personnel;
b) Demand from individuals for qualified and competent personnel;
c) Need for a centralized recognition system;

d) Uniformity in training and competencies.

1.1 Occupation Overview

Under general supervision, Firearm Instructor performs a variety of specialized,
technical, and other duties in support of the Department Shooting Range; maintains the
Department’s Armoury; conducts weapons training duties and performs related work as
assigned. This classification requires a comprehensive knowledge of all types of firearms
used in the department; appropriate shooting techniques and instruction methods; and the
ability to perform inspection, equipment.

Currently practised every Qualified Firearms Instructor are graduated from MAF, PDRM

and Public Shooting Club Qualified Weapons Instructor courses and are entitled to wear
a QFI 'patch’ on their uniform. Thus the NOSS development will provide the uniformity
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and standardise training programme of producing competent firearm instructing skill
work force.

Firearm Instructor performs a significant range of varied work activities, performed in a
variety of contexts. Some of the activities are non-routine and required individual
responsibility and autonomy. Instructors responsibilities is to instil in the importance of
firearms safety, range safety, range discipline and on duty and off duty safety precaution
for law enforcement officers as well as firearms alterations.

1.2 Rationale of NOSS Development

This is a reviewed NOSS of DS-020-1 Firearm Assistant Instructor, DS-020-2 Firearm
Instructor and DS-020-3 Firearm Instructor’s Supervisor which was developed in 2010.
This review is necessary because of the changes in the NOSS format and the content to
meet the current industry's needs. The NOSS was developed specifically for Malaysian
enforcement agencies, armed forces and Private Agencies regulated by Ministry of Home
Affairs (Kementerian Dalam Negeri) which includes Auxiliary Police, Royal Malaysian
Customs, Prison Department, Shooting Clubs and etc.

This NOSS can be used by current firearms instructors as a handy reference guide, also as
a way of keeping all the firearms outline in one simple format and instructor outlines are
easily accessible. This standard can be used as the text for firearms instructor initial
certification class.

1.3 Rationale of Occupational Structure and Occupational Area Structure

The Firearms Instructor occupation structure starts at level 2 because the personnel at this
level are required to perform a significant range of varied work activities, performed in a
variety of contexts. Some of the activities are non-routine and required individual
responsibility and autonomy.

In view of the complexity of the process, the NOSS development committee has come to
a consensus that the areas of firearms instructor should be divided into two: Firearms
Instructor and Tactical Firearms Instructor. The current Occupational Structure and
Occupational Area Structure are depicted in the following page based on Malaysia
Standard Industry Classification (MSIC 2008) the Firearms Instructor is classified in
Section (O) Public Administration And Defence; Compulsory Social Security. This group
include the following economic (0O842) Provision of Services of the Community as a
Whole.

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4. Definition of Competency Levels

The NOSS is developed for various occupational areas. Below is a guideline of each NOSS
Level as defined by the Department of Skills Development, Ministry of Human Resources,
Malaysia.

Level 1: Competent in performing a range of varied work activities, most of
which are routine and predictable.

Level 2: Competent in performing a significant range of varied work activities,
performed in a variety of contexts. Some of the activities are non-
routine and required individual responsibility and autonomy.

Level 3: Competent in performing a broad range of varied work activities,
performed in a variety of contexts, most of which are complex and non-
routine. There is considerable responsibility and autonomy and control
or guidance of others is often required.

Level 4: Competent in performing a broad range of complex technical or
professional work activities performed in a wide variety of contexts and
with a substantial degree of personal responsibility and autonomy.
Responsibility for the work of others and allocation of resources is
often present.

Level 5: Competent in applying a significant range of fundamental principles
and complex technigques across a wide and often unpredictable variety
of contexts. Very substantial personal autonomy and often significant
responsibility for the work of others and for the allocation of substantial
resources features strongly, as do personal accountabilities for analysis,
diagnosis, planning, execution and evaluation.
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Award of Certificate

The Director General may award, to any person upon conforming to the Standards the
following skills qualifications as stipulated under the National Skills Development Act 2006
(Act 652):

Work Conditions

The work environment for Firearm Instructor are fixed and mainly at the classroom and
shooting range in the office working hours. Occasionally, they may be required to do
overtime and irregular hours when required on emergency cases and training are undertaken.
The Firearm Instructor works most of the time at the classroom and firing range doing
Shooting training, substantial time spend time at armoury/workshop/ store doing weapon
check and basic maintenance. Working with firearms and live ammunitions can be hazardous
unless safety procedures are observed. Safety precaution are required in workplace and most
of the operation areas. The security threat risks to Firearm Instructor is high when he
remains in shooting Range. Fatigue and mental exhaustion are common conditions to be
expected. This will require the personnel to be physically fit and mentally alert always in the
field. The personnel are required to meet the trainee’ needs and to work with different type of
people and require interpersonal skill. For sports Firearms Instructor, they working with sport
firearm (Air Gun Rifle, Air Gun Pistol and Shotgun) and life ammunition. They required an
extra effort when dealing with the youngster shooters, not only as a shooting instructor but
also as a coach and trainer for shooting sports training and competitions. They need to have
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a good leadership skill. Other than that, they also need to have a skill and knowledge to
handle shooting competition sports for national and international events.
